Greetings to our supporting churches and praying partners!  This letter is 
being written while we are serving in Iwakuni, Japan! 

In early March we participated in a missions conference at 
Peoples Baptist Church in Penn Laird, VA.  I was able to 
present our ministry, share our salvation testimonies, and 
meet with and fellowship with many new friends to our 
ministry.  Since our visit, Peoples Baptist Church has become another of our 
supporting churches.  Our support level is now at 86%. 

Later in March and mid-April we had two additional church visits (one in 
Virginia, and one in Alabama) where we again had the opportunity to teach 
and preach as well as share information about our ministry.  Gaining 
additional prayer support from every visit has been a blessing to us! 

In early May, we packed our bags for our current trip to Iwakuni, Japan, 
where we are now providing furlough coverage for Pastor Brandyn Knight 
and his wife Alicia (and family) at Faith Baptist Church.   

Serving at Faith Baptist Church has been a blessing and a new challenge for 
us both.  I’m experiencing the challenges and blessings of preaching and 
teaching for all the services on Sundays and Wednesdays.  We also are 
supporting a “Rally Point” Bible study twice a month (geared towards 
our singles), a monthly Men’s Bible Study, and a monthly Ladies Bible 
Study (currently studying Colossians).   

For most of the Bible studies, Barbara is also exercising her 
cooking and presentation skills for these special meetings.  

We’re re-discovering how our military personnel and 
their families have an appetite for God’s Word and well-
prepared food!   

As with most military ministries, 
we have already experienced Permanent Change of 
Station moves by church members.  But we’re also 
seeing visitors at almost every service; some 
invited by co-workers/friends, and others that find 
the church searching the Internet.
