All of the church
ladies prepared boxes of Christmas cookies with Gospel tracts to distribute to unsaved friends or neighbors. We're
praying for spiritual fruit from these Gospel opportunities.

Unfortunately, in the middle of December, a young man who attended our church faithfully passed away
unexpectedly. While this was a difficult situation for the church, it also provided us with an opportunity to minister
to this family. | had the opportunity to lead the funeral service and to preach the Gospel. There were
undoubtedly many unsaved individuals present for the funeral service. We are continuing to pray for wisdom as we
comfort this family and reach them with the Gospel.

We look forward to what the Lord has prepared for us in 2026. We truly sense that the future is bright and
we are excited to see how He will lead us individually and corporately this year. | have chosen the theme for the
church this year to be «Avancer Par la Foi» (Forward by Faith) from Hebrews 11:6.
